IOM assists migrants and their host countries with facing
the growing challenges linked to migration in order to
increase the understanding of the issues connected to
this process, to encourage socio-economic development
through migration and to sustain the well-being and human
rights of migrants.

Bulgaria became a Member State of IOM in 1999. A
Cooperation Agreement between Bulgaria and IOM
entered into force in 2000 after being ratified by the
National Assembly. A Presidential Decree granted IOM’s
Mission in Bulgaria the same privileges and immunities as
those of the specialized agencies of the UN under the
framework of the 1947 Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the Specialized Agencies.

Since 2009, IOM Bulgaria has implemented a number
of Assisted Voluntary Return and Reintegration (AVRR)
support activities targeting third country nationals (TCNs),
including: campaigns and individual and
group consultations regarding AVRR; effective assistance
for migrants ensuring their safe and dignified return;
assistance with obtaining the required travel documents;
pre-departure medical assistance and/or examinations for
vulnerable persons; assistance from IOM staff during transit
and upon landing in the country of origin; and reintegration
assistance for vulnerable persons. The program is targeted
exclusively at TCNs who want to return to their country
of origin and provides opportunities for reintegration
assistance to the most vulnerable among them.

Since its establishment, IOM Bulgaria has played a significant
role in the establishment and development of the Bulgarian
system for combating trafficking in human beings. IOM is a
key partner of the Bulgarian government and the National
Commission for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings
(NCCTHB). Over the last 15 years, IOM has actively
participated in the development of national legislation
for combating trafficking in human beings, organized
information campaigns aimed at the prevention of trafficking
in human beings, including educational campaigns in schools
and information activities in vulnerable communities, and
provided direct assistance to survivors of trafficking through
voluntary return to and reintegration in Bulgaria.

The Displacement Tracking Matrix (DTM) assists the track-
ing and monitoring of the displacement and mobility of
large groups of people. It is designed to capture, process
and disseminate information regularly and systematically in
order to provide a better understanding of the movements
and evolving needs of displaced populations. IOM Bulgaria
collects information on migrants in Registration and Re-
ception Center (RRC) with the State Agency for Refugees
(SAR), Specialized Homes for the Temporary Accommoda-
tion of Foreigners (SHTAF) with the Ministry of Interior’s
Migration Directorate, in the community, as well as at tran-
sit locations and places of origin and sends weekly reports
on the migration situation in the country to the DTM team.

In October 2016, IOM launched an 18-month regional
project entitled “Protecting Children in the Context of the
Refugee and Migrant Cirisis in Europe”, aimed at preventing
violence against children and promoting respect for their
rights. As a result of the collaboration between the project
and IOM’s DTM program, 409 migrant children in Bulgaria,
Greece, Croatia, Hungary, Italy and Slovenia were inter-
viewed between June 2017 and March 2018. In Bulgaria
alone, 34 surveys were conducted.

The key findings of the surveys in
the country showed that:

32 out of 34 children were boys; the average age was
16 vyears; 47% of the children were unaccompanied
during their journey;

62% reported having completed primary education.
80% did not receive any form of education during
their journey to Bulgaria, while 47% reported they
attended either formal or informal educational facilities
in Bulgaria. All respondents who had received some
form of education during the journey reported that
they also attended educational facilities upon arrival
in Bulgaria, while the majority of respondents who
had not received any form of education during the
journey reported that they did not do so after arriving
in Bulgaria either, mainly because they intended to
continue their journey onwards;

41% reported Germany as the country of their in-
tended destination at the time of the interview. The
same percentage reported Bulgaria as the intended
destination at the time of departure, but only 15%
reaffirmed their intention at the time of the interview;

63% rated their health as “excellent” or “good”; only
4 children reported they had had a health problem
during the journey. 12 respondents reported they had
experienced health problems upon arrival in Bulgaria,
and all of them noted they had received treatment at
their accommodation in Bulgaria;

All children except for one reported they did not re-
ceive information regarding what will happen to them
upon arrival in Bulgaria;

Approximately half of the children agreed that the
general conditions of their accommodation are good
enough, while the rest disagreed. The majority did not
agree that the accommodation is clean and comfort-
able, while ¥4 agreed they felt safe.

A slight minority agreed that staff members care
for and support young people and understand their
needs, while half of the respondents agreed that they
were being treated fairly and with respect.

Three IOM Mobile Protection Teams engage in active
operational field work following a fixed weekly schedule.
The teams consist of two legal advisors, three social workers,
three psychologists, a cultural mediator and interpreters
from rare languages, who all provide assistance to migrants
accommodated in the RRCs and SHTAFs, as well as those
living in private accommodations. The teams carry out
individual consultations, needs mapping and vulnerability
assessments; help beneficiaries access health and social
services; and organize art workshops, information sessions
and awareness raising activities on various topics. The Mobile
Protection Teams also provide regular humanitarian support
to migrants in RRCs and in SHTAFs by distributing donations
of clothes, shoes, toys and other items of basic necessity.

In 2018, IOM mobile teams provided 2287 individual con-
sultations to migrants and asylum-seekers, including 833

primary consultations and 1454 follow-ups in RRCs and
SHTAFs.

+ 978 individual legal consultations (364 primary and 614
follow-ups): provision of information on relevant legal and
administrative procedures, assistance with paperwork
and general administrative support;

+ 631 individual psychological consultations (260 primary
and 371 follow-ups): mental health support, specialized
support for unaccompanied minors (UAMs) and persons
suffering from anxiety and depression;

+ 678 individual social consultations (209 primary and 469
follow-ups): hospitalizations, purchase of medicines and
food and specialized support for children under 5.

In 2018, IOM financed various psychosocial activities
for asylum-seekers organized by subcontracted partner
organizations.

Council of Refugee Women in Bulgaria (CRWB)
organized 8 bread-and-cake-baking workshops for
women living in the RRCs in Sofia. A child animator was
also present at each workshop, so that women could
come to the workshops accompanied by their children. In
addition, CRWB organized 8 bread baking workshops for
children, accompanied by information sessions and debates
for their mothers.

Concordia Bulgaria Foundation organized information
sessions on job hunting, resume writing and interview skills
for asylum-seekers and migrants.

Kurikulum Sport organized 24 soccer drills for
children and young adults living in RCC Sofia - Voenna
Rampa and Ovcha Kupel.

Creators Association organized 3 Playback theater
performances with asylum-seekers from RCC Sofia -
Voenna Rampa and Ovcha Kupel and 1 performance as
part of the Refugee Month initiative. The performances
took place at Goethe-Institut Sofia and each time live
interpretation was provided.

The goal of the program is to provide assistance to TCNs
legally residing in the country, including individuals who are
seeking or have received international protection, in order
to facilitate their social, economic and cultural integration
and improve the solidarity and tolerance of the host
community. Special attention is paid to familiarizing the
Bulgarian society with the problems and needs of migrants
and especially those of vulnerable persons including UAMs,
people with health problems, pregnant women and
survivors of human trafficking.

Since the beginning of the Integration Program, IOM
Bulgaria has:

* Established Information and Integration Centers for Mi-
grants in Sofia and Bourgas (cities with high concentra-
tions of migrant populations);

* Carried out integration information campaigns targeted
at legally residing TCNs including, among others, provid-
ing information and consultations to TCNs and assisting
them with finding a job.

CANADA VISA CENTRE

(CANVAQC)

IOM Bulgaria has been managing the Canada Visa Centre
(CANVAC) since 6 August 2013. CANVAC, located in the
central office of IOM’s Mission in Sofia, receives applications
from visa candidates (both Bulgarian and foreign citizens)
for temporary visas and residence permits for Canada.
In addition, IOM Bulgaria offers medical examinations for
Bulgarian citizens departing for Canada.

In 2017, the new lighter visa regime for Bulgarian citizens
visiting Canada entered into force. This change has
eliminated the need for Bulgarian citizens to apply for a
Tourist Visa for short-term stay in Canada (the majority of
applications received in Bulgaria), which was replaced by
the eTA — Electronic Travel Authorization for citizens of
visa-free countries arriving in Canada by air.

The visa centre in Sofia has retained its functions even after
entry into force of the new visa regime for Bulgarian citizens,
providing continued assistance for foreign citizens residing
in Bulgaria in their application process for temporary visas
and permits, as well as assisting with applications for eTAs,
work and student permits for Bulgarian and foreign citizens,
including the implementation of biometric protocols as per
the requirements of the Canadian government.

GLOBAL MIGRATION FILM FESTIVAL 2018

In 2018, IOM Bulgaria organized the second edition of the
Global Migration Film Festival (GMFF) in Bulgaria. In the
framework of this global initiative organized by IOM HQ
and country offices worldwide, for the third year in a row,
selected migration-related films have been screened in over
100 countries.

In Bulgaria, IOM screened a selection of 14 recently
produced films in 10 different locations, including cinema
halls, cultural institutes, universities and schools in the cities
of Sofia, Harmanli and Stara Zagora.
